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About this document
This document shows how to use the 'Age' Add-In c8Addin50Age03.
c8Addin50Age03 adds a column to the right hand end of the chronology table, filling it with the interval in years and months between a date that you choose and each event. The interval is not rounded - any days are omitted: for example, an interval 1 year 2 months 30 days would be shown as 1 year 2 months and not 1 year 3 months.
You will need Version 4.0 of Chronolator to use this add-in. 
NOTE 1: This Add-in updates your working chronology document. If it is a Composite Chronology, you will not be able to import further documents from the case into it, unless you do one of these things:
· use the Add-in in the Composite Chronology to delete the Age column;
· use the Add-in in the document you want to import to add an Age column
NOTE 2: Please note that Add-ins cannot be tested as thoroughly as Chronolator itself. If using an Add-in on a real working document, make sure you back up your work before you start.








Associated files
The Add-in is supplied with two other files:
·  c8Addin50Age03_Instructions.docx (this document) contains instructions about using the add-in;
·  c8Addin50Age03DemoChronology.docm is a sample Internal Chronology which you can use to practise using the add-in.
Using the Add-in
The exercise below uses  c8Addin50Age03DemoChronology.docm to illustrate what to do and what is expected to happen.
The column produced by the Add-in is referred to below as the 'Age' column, although its heading is actually something like 'Since / Until 22 May 1952' when first added (though you can change it later).
	Action
	Result

	If you have received the add-in and associated files in an email attachment, save them somewhere on your system.
If they came in a zip file, un-zip them before proceeding.
	

	Open the demonstration Chronolator Document  c8Addin50Age03DemoChronology.docm, allowing macros to run and accepting the licence terms.
	The Chronolator toolbar appears on the Add-ins tab of the Ribbon:

	Click Tools > Add-ins > Load add-in.
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	Word’s file chooser will be shown. Navigate to and open  c8Addin50Age03.dotm (it might be displayed simply as  c8Addin50Age03).

	Press OK  to dismiss this message:
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	The Tools > Add-ins > menu now includes some extra buttons.
Press Tools > Add-ins > Add-in Age03 > Add Age column.

	Press OK to confirm that you have saved your work.

	Enter the date you want to calculate from, for example a child's date of birth. 
As usual, Chronolator will try to interpret a date in whatever format you type it.

	Chronolator displays how it interpreted what you typed.
Press OK to confirm it, or Cancel to type in another one.

	The Add-in creates a column at the right of the table.
It contains the interval between your chosen date and the event date, showing just the number of years and months.
N.B. any days are omitted: for example, an interval 1 year 2 months 30 days would be shown as 1 year 2 months and not 1 year 3 months.

	If you want to change the heading of the Age column press Tools > Add-ins > Add-in Age03 > Rename Age column.

	Press OK to confirm that you have saved your work.

	Enter the new heading and press OK

	If you want to delete the new column (for example so that you can import other chronologies for the same case), press Tools > Add-ins > Add-in Age03 > Delete Age column.

Further development of the 'Age' Add-in
The Add-in architecture allows for a much more speedy response to customer requests, because each Add-in is a stand-alone item which does not involve the complexity of incorporating a feature into the main product. For example, to get the Seq column feature into the main product took some years after it was first requested. In contrast, the Age add-in took less than a week from its inception. Enhancements to it will not take long if you need them (depending on their complexity of course).
